Lifting of avian influenza zones and areas in Denmark 

As from 30 June 2006 all zones and areas in Funen County established in connection with the outbreak of avian influenza H5N1 in a backyard holding and low pathogenic H5N2 in a game bird holding are lifted. This means that there are no more restricted areas in Denmark due to avian influenza.

The preliminary cleaning and disinfection of the infected holding was approved on 29 May 2006.

Protection zone:

There is one commercial holding with 130 layers. Official veterinarians have visited the holding and inspected the poultry for clinical signs of disease with negative results twice when the protection zone was in place.

All the backyard holdings were visited and inspected for clinical signs of disease with negative results when the protection zone was in place. All holdings were contacted again before lifting of the zone. 

Surveillance zone:

There are 27 commercial holdings (excluding the one in the protection zone) Official veterinarians have visited these holdings and inspect the poultry for clinical signs of disease with negative results when the protection zone was in place. All holdings were contacted again before lifting of the zone.

Area A:

An additional survey in wild birds with focus on passerine and water birds has been performed. In total samples were taken from 867 birds of 19 different species and examined at the Danish Institute for Food and Veterinary Research with negative results for AI.

The protection and surveillance zone and area A and B are lifted in accordance with Council Directive 92/40/EEC and Commission decision 2006/135/EC (replaced by Commission decision 2006/415/EC).

LPAI H5N2 in a game bird holding in Tommerup on 2 June 2006

The preliminary cleaning and disinfection of the infected holding was approved on 8 June 2006. Within the established restricted zone 1 km around the holding there is no commercial poultry holdings.

Ducklings and goslings have been sold from the holding to 69 recipients. Twelve recipient holdings, which either received domestic ducklings or mallard ducklings that had not been released in the nature, were examined for AI with negative results.  

The restricted zone is lifted in accordance with Council Directive 2005/94/EC.

Regionalisation of Denmark

The Danish Veterinary and Food Administration hereby informs that all EU and national restrictions on live poultry and poultry products are lifted as from 30 June 2006.
