Avian influenza (bird flu) low pathogenic H5 type found in Denmark

A detection of low pathogenic H5 has been done in a game bird holding near the city of Tommerup in Funen County. The holding is situated within the already existing area B (covers Funen County), which has been in place since 18 May 2006. This means that the new detection will have no influence on the existing regionalisation of Denmark.

The holding is a hatchery for farmed game birds (mallards), ducks and geese. Despite from ducklings and goslings there are also 6 grown geese and 14 grown ducks at the holding.

There have not been clinical signs of disease among the animals. Ducklings (mallards) from the holding were tested in accordance with the Danish survey programme for avian influenza (AI) in poultry.

The detection has been done by PCR followed by sequencing at the Danish Institute for Food and Veterinary Research.

Three holdings deliver eggs for hatching to the holding in Tommerup. They have all been placed under restrictions. The three holdings have previously this year been tested with negative results for AI in connection with our survey in poultry. The holdings will be tested again.

The Danish Veterinary and Food Administration is setting up a restricted zone at 1 km around the holding in order to implement the measures in accordance with Council Directive 2005/94/EC

The poultry at the holding will be killed as soon as possible. 

The DVFA still guarantees that when issuing Danish export certificates covering live birds and day-old chicks, hatching eggs, fresh poultry meat, including minced meat and meat preparations, mechanically separated meat and meat products, fresh meat and meat products from farmed and wild feathered game, eggs for human consumption and egg products and animal by-products the consignments will not contain commodities originating from or produced in the Funen County.
The above-established supplementary safety measures and the guarantee given with regards to issuing certificates provides further assurance of the safety of animals and products dispatched from Denmark.
